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Poverty is the condition of a person lacking financial resources to provide for 
adequate diet, housing, clothing, health care or transportation for themselves or their 
family.   

One out of every eight Americans lives in poverty.  In epidemic proportions 
around the world, poverty has a tight grip on people.   Everyone can do something to 
make a difference.   

This resource has been compiled as a tool to assist individuals and churches 
throughout Tennessee in planning and carrying out mission activities in their 
communities.  It is obviously not a complete listing of all ministry and mission 
opportunities available but is intended as a starting point.  The ‘Ways to Help’ are 
meant to be a guide only.

It is understandable that donors want to know about those who benefit from the 
gift. However, this is not always possible. Many recipients of PWPL are serving in secure areas 
where identification of personnel and/or communications are not possible for reasons of personal 
safety. Your continued prayers for missionaries on their birthdays (comprehensive monthly lists 
of Southern Baptist missionaries are printed in Missions Mosaic and Nuestra Tarea are still an 
excellent way to pray for the physical and other needs of all missionaries. You will be notified of 
the country in which the missionary serves, and we request that the missionary, when possible, 
personally express his or her appreciation to you.

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DISASTER RELIEF – TENNESSEE 

 
Tennessee Baptists have been directly involved in ministering to people in times of disaster since 
the late 1970’s.  Some churches and associations own and operate their own disaster response 
equipment.  This equipment is used throughout the year for various ministry opportunities other 
than disaster response.  It is also made available to respond to disasters elsewhere in Tennessee 
and throughout the United States. 
 
The Tennessee Baptist Convention provides the following equipment and services for disaster 
response. 
 

♥ A mass feeding unit that can prepare up to 40,000 meals per day. 
♥ A communications unit equipped with radios, a satellite up link and office equipment. 
♥ A shower unit to provide hot showers for workers and survivors. 
♥ A Temporary Emergency Childcare unit that will minister to up to 75 children. 
♥ A recover/construction unit for long term rebuilding. 
♥ A trailer for bulk items distribution. 
♥ A water purification unit to provide fresh water. 
♥ Trained Crisis Intervention volunteers to help survivors cope. 
♥ Training opportunities to prepare volunteers for service. 

 
Tennessee Baptist Disaster Relief partners with agencies such as the North American Mission 
Board, International Mission Board, Salvation Army, American Red Cross, Tennessee Volunteer 
Organizations Active in Disaster and Tennessee Emergency Management Agency to help meet 
needs in times of disaster.   
 
Volunteers are first and foremost Christians.  They come from every walk of life.  Volunteers 
give their time, energy and resources and are trained to service others.  A qualified volunteer 
participates in at least 12 hours of training.  Volunteers serve in the following ways: 
 

General Cleanup  Mass Feeding   Food Distribution 
Water Purification  Repair/Recovery  Rebuild 
Salvage   Chainsaw Operation  Mud Out 
Childcare   Crisis Intervention  Communications
