
STEPS TO SALVATION

But your iniquities are separating you from your God, and your sins have hidden his face 
from you so that he does not listen.  (Isaiah 59:2)

For God loved the world in this way: He gave his one and only Son, so that everyone who believes in 

him will not perish but have eternal life. (John 3:16)

For Christ also suffered for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, that he might bring 

you to God. He was put to death in the flesh but made alive by the Spirit:  (1 Peter 3:18)

Therefore repent and turn back, so that your sins may be wiped out, that seasons of refreshing may 

come from the presence of the Lord, (Acts 3:19-20a)

If we confess our sins, he is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all 

unrighteousness.  (1 John 1:9)

“Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord’, will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who 

does the will of my Father in heaven.  (Matthew 7:21)

WHAT WE BELIEVE

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT OBEDIENCE? 

Then Samuel said: Does the LORD take pleasure in burnt offerings and sacrifices as much as 

in obeying the LORD? Look: to obey is better than sacrifice, to pay attention is better than the 

fat of rams. (1 Samuel 15:22)

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT HEAVEN?  

He will wipe away every tear from their eyes. Death will be no more; grief, crying, and pain will 

be no more, because the previous things have passed away. (Revelation 21:4)

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT HANDLING STRESS? 

Don’t worry about anything, but in everything, through prayer and petition with thanksgiving, 

present your requests to God. And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will 

guard your hearts and  minds in Christ Jesus. (Philippians 4:6 -7)

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT OUR THOUGHTS?  

Finally brothers and sisters, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever 

is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is commendable – if there is any moral excellence and if 

there is anything praiseworthy – dwell on these things. Do what you have learned and received 

and heard from me, and seen in me, and the God of peace will be with you. (Philippians 4:8-9) 
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•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT RENEWAL 

God, create a clean heart for me and renew a steadfast spirit within me. (Psalm 51:10)

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT FACING FEAR? 

I sought the LORD, and he answered me and rescued me from all my fears. (Psalm 34:4)

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT LOVING GOD AND OTHERS?  

He said to him, “Love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your 

mind. This is the greatest and most important command. The second is like it: Love your neighbor as 

yourself. (Matthew 22:37-39)

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT BEING CONTENT?  

I don’t say this out of need, for I have learned to be content in whatever circumstances I find myself. 

I know both how to make do with little, and I know how to make do with a lot. In any and all 

circumstances I have learned the secret of being content – whether well fed or hungry, whether in 

abundance or in need. I am able to do all things through him who strengthens me. (Philippians 4:11-13)

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT A GODLY WOMAN?  

Charm is deceptive and beauty is fleeting, but a woman who fears the LORD will be praised.  

(Proverbs 31:30)

•	 WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT FAMILY COMMITMENT?  

But Ruth replied: Don’t plead with me to abandon you or to return and not follow you. For wherever 

you go, I will go, and wherever you live, I will live; your people will be my people, and your God will be 

my God. Where you die, I will die, and there I will be buried. May the LORD  punish me, and do so 

severely, if anything but death separates you and me. (Ruth 1:16-17)
