(Philemon– HEBREWS – James) 
 

4. Attention – Present Bibles – OBADIAH – Start 
(Amos – OBADIAH – Jonah) 

 
5. Attention – Present Bibles – EPHESIANS – Start 

(Galatians – EPHESIANS – Philippians)

SCRIPTURE SEARCHING DRILL 
 
I will call a Scripture verse. You will locate the verse, place your index finger on the verse and step forward. When 
called upon, you will read the verse and give the Scripture reference.  
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1. Attention – Present Bibles – Isaiah 1:18 – Start 
 

KJV Come now, and let us reason together, saith the LORD: though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be 
as white as snow; though they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool.  
(Isaiah 1:18) 
 

CSB     "Come, let us settle this," says the LORD.  "Though your sins are scarlet, they will be as white 
           as snow; though they are crimson red, they will be like wool. (Isaiah 1:18) 
 

2. Attention – Present Bibles – I Timothy 4:12 – Start  
 

KJV Let no man despise thy youth; but be thou an example of the believers, in word, in conversation, in 
charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity.  (I Timothy 4:12) 

 
CSB Don’t let anyone despise your youth, but set an example for the believers in speech, in conduct, in 

love, in faith, and in purity.  (I Timothy 4:12) 
 

3. Attention – Present Bibles – Deuteronomy 8:19 – Start 
 

KJV And it shall be, if thou do at all forget the LORD thy God, and walk after other gods, and serve them, 
and worship them, I testify against you this day that ye shall surely perish. 

 (Deuteronomy 8:19) 
 
CSB     If you ever forget the LORD your God and follow other gods to serve them and bow in  

worship to them, I testify against you today that you will perish.  (Deuteronomy 8:19) 
 

4. Attention – Present Bibles – Proverbs 16:24 – Start 
 

KJV Pleasant words are as an honeycomb, sweet to the soul, and health to the bones.   
(Proverbs 16:24) 

 
CSB Pleasant words are a honeycomb: sweet to the taste and health to the body. (Proverbs 16:24) 

 
5.  Attention – Present Bibles – James 1:22 – Start 

 
KJV But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves. (James 1:22) 
 
CSB     But be doers of the word and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves. (James 1:22)

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Extra:  Attention – Present Bibles – Ecclesiastes 12:1 – Start 
 

KJV REMEMBER now thy Creator in the days of thy youth, while the evil days come not, nor the years 
draw nigh, when thou shalt say, I have no pleasure in them; (Ecclesiastes 12:1) 

 
CSB  So remember your Creator in the days of your youth:  Before the days of adversity come, and the 

years approach when you will say, "I have no delight in them"; (Ecclesiastes 12:1) 
 
 
IDENTIFYING VERSES DRILL 

I will quote the underlined part of the Scripture verse. You will locate the verse in your Bible; place your index finger on the verse, 
and step forward. When called upon, read the entire verse and give the reference. (I will give the KJV first and the CSB last.) 

 
1. Attention – Present Bibles – (give portion of verse underlined) – Start  

 
KJV Delight thyself also in the LORD; and he shall give thee the desires of thine heart. Commit thy way 

unto the LORD; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to pass. (Psalm 37:4-5)  
 

CSB Take delight in the LORD, and he will give you your heart's desires.  Commit your way to the LORD; 
trust in him, and he will act. (Psalm 37:4-5) 

 
2. Attention – Present Bibles – (give portion of verse underlined) – Start 
 

KJV For I desired mercy, and not sacrifice; and the knowledge of God more than burnt offerings. (Hosea 
6:6)  

 
CSB  For I desire faithful love and not sacrifice, the knowledge of God rather than burnt offerings.  (Hosea 

6:6) 
 
 
3. Attention – Present Bibles – (give portion of verse underlined) – Start 
 

KJV These things I have spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the world ye shall have 
tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world. (John 16:33)  
 

CSB  I have told you these things so that in me you may have peace. You will have suffering in this world. 
Be courageous! I have conquered the world."  (John 16:33) 

 
 

4. Attention – Present Bibles – (give portion of verse underlined) – Start 
 

KJV Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until 
the day of Jesus Christ. (Philippians 1:6)  

 
CSB  I am sure of this, that he who started a good work in you will carry it on to completion until  

the day of Christ Jesus.  (Philippians 1:6) 
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5. Attention – Present Bibles – (give portion of verse underlined) – Start  
 

KJV And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God 
and the Father by him. (Colossians 3:17)  

 
CSB  And whatever you do, in word or in deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks 

to God the Father through him. (Colossians 3:17)

Extra: Attention – Present Bibles – (give portion of verse underlined) – Start 
 

KJV Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that 
doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. (Matthew 7:21)  

 
CSB  "Not everyone who says to Me, 'Lord, Lord' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only the one who 

does the will of my Father in heaven.  (Matthew 7:21) 
 
 
 

DOCTRINAL DRILL 

I will give you a doctrinal statement; you will locate the verse that corresponds with that doctrinal subject. Place your 
index finger on the verse, then step out. When called upon, you will state the doctrine, read the verse, and give the 
reference. (You may state these in the order that is most comfortable for you). 

1. Attention – Present Bibles – LAST THINGS – Start 
 

KJV For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he shall 
reward  every man according to his works. (Matthew 16:27)  

 
CSB For the Son of Man is going to come with his angels in the glory of his Father, and then he will 

reward each according to what he has done. (Matthew 16:27) 
 
 

2. Attention – Present Bibles – EDUCATION – Start 
 

KJV But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach 
you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. (John 
14:26)  

 
CSB But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things 

and remind you of everything I have told you.  (John 14:26) 
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3. Attention – Present Bibles – BAPTISM – Start 
 

KJV Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the 
dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. (Romans 6:4)  

 
CSB Therefore we were buried with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised 

from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we too may walk in newness of life. (Romans 6:4) 
 

4. Attention – Present Bibles – THE SCRIPTURES – Start 
 

KJV For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to 
the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the 
thoughts and intents of the heart. (Hebrews 4:12)  

 
CSB For the word of God is living and effective and sharper than any double-edged sword, penetrating as 

far as the separation of soul and spirit, joints and marrow.  It is able to judge the thoughts and 
intentions of the heart.  (Hebrews 4:12) 

 
 

5. Attention – Present Bibles – GOD – Start 
 

KJV This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, that God is light, and in 
him is no darkness at all. (1 John 1:5)  

 
CSB This is the message we have heard from him and declare to you: God is light, and there is absolutely 

no darkness in him.  (1 John 1:5)

Extra:  Attention – Present Bibles – SALVATION – Start 
 

KJV But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that 
believe on his name. (John 1:12)  

 
CSB But to all who did receive him, he gave them the right to be children of God, to those who believe in 

his name, (John 1:12)

2. Attention – Present Bibles – HOW SHOULD I LOVE GOD? – Start  (Close your Bibles) 
 

KJV And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, 
and with all thy strength, and with all thy mind; and thy neighbour as thyself. (Luke 10:27)  

 
CSB He answered, “Love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, with all your strength, 

and with all your mind;” and “your neighbor as yourself.”  (Luke 10:27) 
 
 
3. Attention – Present Bibles - WHO IS A SINNER? – Start  (Close your Bibles) 

 
KJV For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God. (Romans 3:23)  
 
CSB For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.  (Romans 3:23) 
 

 
4. Attention – Present Bibles - HOW DOES THE GOSPEL COME TO ME? – Start  (Close your Bibles) 

  
KJV  For our gospel came not unto you in word only, but also in power, and in the Holy Ghost, and in 

much assurance; as ye know what manner of men we were among you for your sake.  
(1 Thessalonians 1:5) 

 
CSB because our gospel did not come to you in word only, but also in power, in the Holy Spirit, and with 

full assurance. You know how we lived among you for your benefit. (1 Thessalonians 1:5) 
 

 
5. Attention – Present Bibles - HOW SHOULD I GROW? – Start – (Close your Bibles)  
 

KJV But grow in grace, and in the knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. To him be glory both 
now and for ever. Amen. (2 Peter 3:18)  

 
CSB But grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To him be the glory both 

now and to the day of eternity. (2 Peter 3:18)

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Extra: Attention – WHO KNOWS MY HEART? – start (Close your Bibles) 
 

KJV Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my thoughts: and see if there be any wicked 
way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting. (Psalm 139:23-24)  

 
CSB Search me, God, and know my heart; test me and know my concerns.  See if there is any offensive 

way in me; lead me in the everlasting way.  (Psalm 139:23-24)
