o A caller will call only the Christian Standard Bible version of the calls, if all drillers are using the CSB
e The caller will need to call KJV and CSB calls if all translations are being used in a drill.
e For practice sessions, callers can quickly change up the Book Drill & the Scripture Searching drill on their
own to give it variety.
e For additional drills:
-Steps to Salvation drill include all 6 verses.
-What We Believe drill would be the other 5 verses not on the Practice Drill.
-Key Biblical Passages drill would be the other 3 verses not on the Practice Drill.

Attention -Present Bibles -(Give Call) -Start — TIME- (Timekeeper) - Attention

BOOK DRILL- 5 calls

Twill call the name of a book. You will locate the book, place your index finger on any verse in that book and step forward.
When called upon, you will name the book before, the book called, and the book that follows.

1. Attention — Present Bibles — JUDE — Start
(3 John — JUDE - Revelation)

2. Attention — Present Bibles — JOHN - Start
(Luke —JOHN - Acts)

3. Attention — Present Bibles — LAMENTATIONS — Start
(Jeremiah— LAMENTATIONS — Ezekiel)

4. Attention — Present Bibles - COLOSSIANS — Start
(Philippians — COLOSSIANS — 1 Thessalonians)

5. Attention — Present Bibles — ESTHER — Start
(Nehemiah — ESTHER - Job)

Extra: Attention — Present Bibles - HEBREWS — Start
(Philemon — HEBREWS —James)
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SCRIPTURE SEARCHING DRILL- 5 Calls

I'will call a Scripture verse. You will locate the verse, place your index finger on the verse and step forward. When
called upon, you will read the verse and give the Scripture reference.

Attention- Present Bibles — 2 SAMUEL 22:47- Start

KJV- The Lord liveth; and blessed by my rock; and exalted be the God of the rock of my salvation.
(2 Samuel 22:47)

CSB- The Lord lives — blessed be my rock! God, the rock of my salvation, is exalted.
(2 Samuel 22:47)
Attention -Present Bibles — 1 TIMOTHY 1:12 -Start

KJV- AndIthank Christ Jesus our Lord, who hath enabled me, for that he counted me faithful, putting me
into the ministry; (1 Timothy 1:12)

CSB - [ give thanks to Christ Jesus our Lord who has strengthened me, because he considered me faithful,
appointing me to the ministry — (1 Timothy 1:12)

Attention- Present Bibles — JOSHUA 23:11 - Start

KJV- Take good heed therefore unto yourselves, that ye love the LORD your God. (Joshua 23:11)

CSB - So diligently watch yourselves! Love the LORD your God. (Joshua 23:11)

Attention- Present Bibles - MATTHEW 7:1-2 - Start

KJV- Judge not, that ye be not judged. For with what judgment ye judge, ye shall be judged: and with what
measure ye mete, it shall be measured to you again. (Matthew 7:1-Z)

CSB- “Do not judge, so that you won’t be judged. For you will be judged by the same standard with which
you judge others, and you will be measured by the same measure you use. (Matthew 7:1-2)
Attention -Present Bibles - DANIEL 6:27— Start

KJV - He delivereth and rescueth, and he worketh signs and wonders in heaven and in earth, who hath
delivered Daniel from the power of the lions. (Daniel 6:27)

CSB- Herescues and delivers; he performs signs and wonders in the heavens and on the earth, for he has
rescued Daniel from the power of the lions.” (Daniel 6:27)

EXTRA: Attention -Present Bibles - GALATIANS 5:16-17 — Start

KJV - ThisIsay then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh. For the flesh lusteth
against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that
ye cannot do the things that ye would. (Galatians 5:16-17)

CSB- [say then, walk by the Spirit and you will certainly not carry out the desire of the flesh. For the flesh

desires what is against the Spirit, and the Spirit desires what is against the flesh; these are opposed
to each other, so that you don’t do what you want. (Galatians 5:16-17)
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STEPS TO SALVATION DRILL — 6 Calls

T'will quote a reference of a verse listed in the Steps to Salvation Drill. Each of the references of the six verses will be called out
in the order listed on your card. You will locate the verse in your Bible; place your index finger on the verse before you step
Jforward. When time is called, I will instruct you to close your Bibles. If called upon, you will recite the entire verse and give the
scripture reference. (I will give the K]V first, the NIV second and the HCSB last.)

1. Attention — Present Bibles - ROMANS 3:10 - Start—Close your Bibles

KJV- Asitiswritten, There is none righteous, no, not one: (Romans 3:10)
CSB - asitis written: There is no one righteous, not even one. (Romans 3:10)
2. Attention — Present Bibles - ROMANS 3:23 - Start—Close your Bibles
KJV- For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; (Romans 3:23)
CSB - For all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God. (Romans 3:23)
3. Attention — Present Bibles— ROMANS 5:8 — Start—(Close your Bibles)

KJV- But God commendeth his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.
(Romans 5:8)

CSB- But God proves his own love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.
(Romans 5: 8)

4. Attention — Present Bibles - ROMANS 6:23 — Start—(Close your Bibles)

KJV - For the wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.
(Romans 6:23)

CSB - For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
(Romans 6:23)

5. Attention — Present Bibles - ROMANS 10:9-10 — Start—(Close your Bibles)

KJV- Thatif thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God
hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto
righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. (Romans 10:9-10)

CSB - If you confess with your mouth, “Jesus is Lord,” and believe in your heart that God raised him from

the dead, you will be saved. One believes with the heart, resulting in righteousness, and one
confesses with the mouth, resulting in salvation. (Romans 10:9-10)
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6. Attention — Present Bibles - ROMANS 10:13 — Start—(Close your Bibles)
KJV- For whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall be saved. (Romans 10:13)

CSB - For everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved. (Romans 10:13)

WHAT WE BELIEVE DRILL — 5 Calls

I will announce a question from the section of the verse card entitled “What We Believe.” You must correctly locate
the verse listed that answers the What We Believe question and place your index finger on the verse before you step
forward. When time is called, I will instruct you to close your Bibles. When called upon, you must be able to recite
the question, quote the verse word for word, and state the Scripture reference.

1. Attention — Present Bibles - WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT WHAT I CAN OFFER GOD? —
Start— (Close your Bibles)

KJV- Ibeseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living
sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. And be not conformed to this
world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good,
and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. (Romans 12:1-2)

CSB - Therefore, brothers and sisters, in view of the mercies of God, I urge you to present your bodies as a
living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God; this is your true worship. Do not be conformed to this
age, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you may discern what is the good,
pleasing, and perfect will of God. (Romans 12:1-2)

2. Attention — Present Bibles - WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT THE SABBATH? - Start
(Close your Bibles)

KJV- And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day
from all his work which he had made. And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because
that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made. (Genesis 2:2-3)

CSB- On the seventh day God had completed his work that he had done, and he rested on the seventh day

from all his work that he had done. God blessed the seventh day and declared it holy, for on it he
rested from all his work of creation. (Genesis 2: 2-3)

3. Attention — Present Bibles - WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT THE ONE TRUE GOD? - Start
(Close your Bibles)

KJV- But the LORD is the true God, he is the living God, and an everlasting king: at his wrath the earth
shall tremble, and the nations shall not be able to abide his indignation. (Jeremiah 10:10)

CSB- But the LORD is the true God; he is the living God and eternal King. The earth quakes at his wrath,

and the nations cannot endure his rage. (Jeremiah 10:10)
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4. Attention — Present Bibles - WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT WHAT BELONGS TO THE
LORD? - Start (Close your Bibles)

KJV - And all the tithe of the land, whether of the seed of the land, or of the fruit of the tree, is the LORD’s:
it is holy unto the LORD. (Leviticus 27:30)

CSB - “Every tenth of the land’s produce, grain from the soil or fruit from the trees, belongs to the
LORD; it is holy to the LORD. (Leviticus 27:30)
5. Attention — Present Bibles - WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT GOD HEARING US? - Start
(Close your Bibles)

KJV- Ilove the Lord, because he hath heard my voice and my supplications. Because he hath inclined his
ear unto me, therefore will I call upon him as long as I live. (Psalms 116:1-2)

CSB - Ilove the LORD because he has heard my appeal for mercy. Because he has turned his ear to me, I
will call out to him as long as Ilive. (Psalm 116:1-2)

EXTRA: Attention — Present Bibles - WHAT DOES THE BIBLE SAY ABOUT CHRISTIANS CHANGING
THE WORLD? - Start (Close your Bibles)

KJV - Ye are the salt of the earth: but if the salt have lost his savour, wherewith shall it be salted? It is
thenceforth good for northing, but to be cast out, and to be trodden under foot of men. Ye are the
light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid. Neither do men light a candle, and put it
under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the house. Let your light
so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.
Matthew 5:13-16

CSB- “You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt should lose its taste, how can it be made salty? It’s no
longer good for anything but to thrown out and trampled under people’s feet.

Vine and the Branches (John 15:1-7)

I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. Every branch in me that beareth not fruit he
taketh away: and every branch that beareth fruit, he purgeth it, that it may bring forth more fruit.
Now ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you. Abide in me, and I in you. As the
branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can ye, except ye abide in me. I
am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much
fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. If a man abide not in me, he is cast forth as a branch, and is
withered; and men gather them, and cast them into the fire, and they are burned. If ye abide in me,
and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done unto you. (John 15:1-7)

Vine and the Branches (John 15:1-7) “I am the true vine, and my Father is the gardner. Every
branch in me that does not produce fruit he removes, and he prunes every branch that produces
fruit so that it will produce more fruit. You are already clean because of the word I have spoken to
you. Remain in me, and I in you. Just as a branch is unable to produce fruit by itself unless it
remains on the vine, neither can you unless you remain in me. I am the vine; you are the branches.
The one who remains in me and I in him produces much fruit, because you can do nothing without
me. If anyone does not remain in me, he is thrown aside like a branch and he withers. They gather
them, throw them into the fire, and they are burned. If you remain in me and my words remain in
you, ask whatever you want and it will be done for you. (John 15:1-7)

The Way I Should Act (I Timothy 4:11-16)

These things command and teach. Let no man despise thy youth; but be thou an example of the
believers, in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity. Till I come, give
attendance to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was
given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery. Meditate upon these
things; give thyself wholly to them; that thy profiting may appear to all. Take heed unto thyself, and
unto the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself, and them that
hear thee. (1 Timothy 4:11-16)

The Ten Commandments (Exodus 20:3-17)

Thou shalt have no other gods before me. Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any
likeness of anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water
under the earth: Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them :for I the Lord thy God
am a jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and fourth
generation of them that hate me; And shewing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and
keep my commandments. Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain; for the Lord
will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain. Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy.
Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: but the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy
God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy
maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is within thy gates: For in six days the Lord made
heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and rested the seventh day: wherefore the Lord
blessed the Sabbath day, and hallowed it. Honour thy father and thy mother: that thy days may be
long upon the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee. Thou shalt not kill. Thou shalt not commit
adultery. Thou shalt not steal. Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neighbor. Thou shalt
not covet thy neighbour’s house, thou shalt not covet thy neighbour’s wife, nor his manservant, nor
his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour’s. (Exodus 20: 3-17)

The Ten Commandments (Exodus 20:3-17)

Do not have other gods besides me. Do not make an idol for yourself, whether in the shape of
anything in the heavens above or on the earth below or in the waters under the earth. Do not bow in
worship to them, and do not serve them; for I, the LORD your God, am a jealous God, punishing the
children for the fathers’ iniquity, to the third and fourth generations of those who hate me, but
showing faithful love to a thousand generations of those who love me and keep my commands. Do
not misuse the name of the LORD your God, because the LORD will not leave anyone unpunished
who misuses his name. Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy: You are to labor six days and do
all your work, but the seventh day is a Sabbath to the LORD your God. You must not do any work -
you, your son or daughter, your male or female servant, your livestock, or the resident alien who is
within your city gates. For the LORD made the heavens and the earth, the sea, and everything in
them in six days; then he rested on the seventh day. Therefore the LORD blessed the Sabbath day
and declared it holy. Honor your father and your mother so that you may have a long life in the land
that the LORD your God is giving you. Do not murder. Do not commit adultery. Do not steal. Do
not give false testimony against your neighbor. Do not covet your neighbor’s house. Do not covet
your neighbor’s wife, his male or female servant, his ox or donkey, or anything that belongs to your
neighbor. (Exodus 20:3-17)
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
