1. Take delight in the LORD, and he will give you your heart’s desires. Commit your way to the LORD;
trust in him, and he will act. (Psalm 37:4-5) .

2. But if it doesn't please you to worship the LORD, choose for yourselves today: Which will you
worship -- the gods your fathers worshiped beyond the Euphrates River or the gods of the Amorites in
whose land you are living? As for me and my family, we will worship the LORD.” (Joshua 24:15)

3. I have told you these things so that in me you may have peace. You will have suffering in this world.
Be courageous! I have conquered the world.” (John 16:33)

6. SALVATION But to all who did receive Him, he gave them the right to be children of God, to those
who believe in his name, (John 1:12)

7. LAST THINGS For the Son of Man is going to come with his angels in the glory of his Father, and
then he will reward each according to what he has done. (Matthew 16:27)



8. BAPTISM Therefore we were buried with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ
raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we too may walk in newness of life.
(Romans 6:4)

9. MAN For since death came through a man, the resurrection of the dead also comes through a man. For
Jjust as in Adam all die, so also in Christ all will be made alive. (1 Corinthians 15:21-22)

10. GOD This is the message we have heard from him and declare to you: God is light, and there is
absolutely no darkness in him. (1 John 1:5)

6. WHO KNOWS MY HEART? Search me, God, and know my heart; test me and know my
concerms. See if there is any offensive way in me; lead me in the everlasting way. (Psalm 139:23-24)

7. WHAT SHOULD | SEEK? But seek first the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these
things will be provided for you. (Matthew 6:33)

8. HOW SHOULD | TALK? No foul language should come from your mouth, but only what is good
for building up someone in need, so that it gives grace to those who hear. (Ephesians 4:29)

9. HOW DOES THE GOSPEL COME TO ME? because our gospel did not come to you in word
only, but also in power, in the Holy Spirit, and with full assurance. You know how we lived among you for
your benefit. (1 Thessalonians 1:5)

10. WHAT CAN | OFFER GOD? Therefore, through him let us continually offer up to God a
sacrifice of praise, that is, the fruit of lips that confess his name. (Hebrews 13:15)
